next two years. And | want to see Coetzenburg
develop into a centre of excellence (sport medicine,
sport science and sport performance) for top
athletes from around South Africa, with coaches
who are based here and provide the guidance for
our future Olympians.

What | enjoy most about my work ... is being able to apply
my mind to all the logistics involved in managing a club, from

the daily admin to tours, as well as finding innovative ways to

improve on performance.

Some of the highlights of my time ... at SU include seeing
the rejuvenation of events hosted at Coetzenburg — from the
established Gino’s night race to new events like the Summer

Series and now the Moore Stephens night race. Other
highlights are the increase in the number of international
athletes training here in the summer and the interaction with
coaches and athletes from around the world.

Mense
wat tans kontrakte het, moet weer 'n
nuwe kontrak uitneem en ook weer 'n
terugbetaalbare deposito van R1 000
betaal,” sé hy.

Ander maniere van vervoer word
ook op kampus aangemoedig as
deel van die strewe na 'n volhoubare
omgewing. Personeellede en
studente word aangemoedig om op
sentraalkampus te stap, om in saamry-
klubs te ry, op die periferie van die
kampus te parkeer, of met die US
pendelbussies te ry.

Meer parkeerplek

Die nuwe parkeerarea agter die
Ingenieurskompleks is 'n belangrike
stap vorentoe in terme van die US se
Mobiliteitsplan.

Volgens Schalk Opperman,
Direkteur van Beplanning en
Ontwikkeling in die US se Afdeling
Fasiliteitsbestuur, maak dié parkeerarea
voorsiening vir 360 parkeerplekke vir
studente en personeellede. 'n Nuwe
verkeersirkel in Hammanshandweg
is ook aangebring om die verkeer in
dié besige straat te kalmeer, terwyl
valhefbome en ekstra beligting die
parkeerarea beveilig.

Eenhonderd bome, waarvan 90%
inheemse bome s, is in samewerking
met die Bosbou-departement
geplant om die koolstofvoetspoor te
verminder.

Voorsiening is ook gemaak vir
toekomstige uitbreiding deurdat 'n
bushalte by die parkeerarea gevoeg is.

“Sodoende kan moontlike publieke
vervoer- of pendeldienste ingespan
word om die tekorte aan parkering
in Stellenbosch aan te spreek,” sé
Opperman.

navorsingsentra — die Sentrum vir Volhoubare en Hernubare

he Hearing Landscapes Critically
Conference (HLC) took place
at the Department of Music
from 8 to | | September. Envisioned as
the second event in a series of three
intercontinental academic and artistic
events (the first was in Oxford in 2012
and the third is planned at Harvard in
2015), the Stellenbosch conference
represented the southem perspective
of a triangulated exploration into the
meanings of landscape and sound.

Coinciding with the centenary of the
Land Act of 1913, it is hardly surprising
that the question of land (ownership,
redistribution, habitation, separation,
etc.) emerged as central to the way
delegates and artists engaged with
landscape and sound at this conference.
Over the course of three days,
approximately 100 delegates attended
45 academic papers, four musical
performances, two druid walks, two
film screenings and three exhibitions.

The major challenge of thinking
critically about hearing landscape is
one of definition. As the programme
committee chose to keep concepts
open and disciplinary boundaries fluid,
the coherence of discourse had to be
carefully negotiated.

Although music and sound was
foregrounded in approaching landscape
intellectually and artistically, perspectives
were invited from Social Anthropology
(Prof Cherryl Walker of SU was one
of two keynote speakers), Visual Arts
(Willem Boshoff presented two druid
walks), Constitutional Law (Justice Edwin
Cameron presented a response to
Aryan Kaganof's film The Exhibition of
Vandalism), and Cultural Geography
(Dr George Revill from the Open
University in the UK was an observer).

Musical performances of jazz, protest
songs, Afrikaans langarm traditions, new
music and folk resisted any claim to
singularity of landscape approaches in
sound, while exhibitions on the Eoan

opera group, pottery and immersive
sound ensured that the landscape
concerns of music were not confined
to insular performance spaces.
Attempts were also made to
consider how composers approached
landscape in their work, with Neo
Muyanga, Fiona Tozer, Hendrik
Hofmeyr, Theo Herbst and Hans
Huyssen sharing and debating ideas
on the way their music interacted with

landscape and its concomitant concems.

Apart from the urgent imperatives
of land-related problems that framed
this event (whether or not the event
reflected this urgency or not, is another
question altogether), the South African
contribution to this much larger
exploration of concepts and ideas has
to be the sheer variety of perspectives

and concerns that emerged in papers
and performances. This variety

does more to complicate matters
than to resolve them, suggesting

that the energies unleashed during
this conference will reverberate in
unexpected and hopefully intensified
engagements with the complexities
implied by the auditory privileging of
landscape here and elsewhere.

This, in turn, promises a stake for
Southern perspectives in a discourse
intellectually and economically driven
from the North. In this regard, it
seems reasonable to assume that
the role of the HLC Stellenbosch
conference will be important in the
future developments of this growing
interdisciplinary conversation on music
and landscape.

tellenbosch University's Depart-

newly established Unit for Early
Music on Sunday, 20 October.

This Unit will become the hub for
all activities related to Early Music and
historically informed performance
practice, which will foster partnerships
and exchange with early music
initiatives and expertise on both a local
and interational level.

At the inauguration of the Unit,
music by the German composer
Heinrich Schiitz (1585—1672) will be
performed by the Schola Cantorum
choir with voice students of the Music
Department as soloists. An ensemble
of local and German musicians will
accompany the singers.

Early-music instruments, such as
cornets and sackbuts, will form part of
the ensemble.

The musicians will perform under
the baton of Prof Martin Berger,
who joined the Music Department
in April as Senior Lecturer in Choral
Conducting and who will head the Unit
for Early Music.

Originally from Germany, Berger
is a versatile conductor and is sought
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after as guest conductor, lecturer,
master class presenter and adjudicator.
During his eleven years as Director

of Music at the Wurzburg Cathedral,
he transformed the Wrzburger
Dommusik into one of the foremost
institutions for church music in
Germany.

In 2008, Berger joined the Robert-
Schumann-Hochschule in Dusseldorf
as Professor of Choral Conducting and
Choral Education.

Asked why he chose to move to
South Africa, Berger said: "l fell in love
with the country when | first visited
in 1996. There is a wonderful diverse
musicality here, and such incredible
potential. | feel privileged to share my
expertise with a music department
which offers me the opportunity to
expand my skills and experience.”

He is also busy with plans for
upgrading the conducting course and
Schola Cantorum, the academic choir
of the Music Department.

The inaugural concert of the Unit
for Early Music will be held on Sunday,
20 October at 16:30 in the Endler Hall
of the SU Conservatoire. Tickets are
available at the door.

Committed to science

Prof Soraya Seedat of Stellenbosch University’s Faculty of Medicine and Health Sciences was
chosen as winner in the category for distinguished women scientists in life sciences at the annual
Women in Science Awards. ALEC BASSON spoke to her.

aving devoted much of her
|—| career to psychiatry and anxiety
disorders, Prof Soraya Seedat,
Chair of the Department of Psychiatry
in SU’s Faculty of Medicine and Health
Sciences, is delighted and proud to
have emerged as a winner at the
2013 Women in Science Awards
held recently.

No stranger to raking in awards,
Seedat won the category for
distinguished women scientist in
the life sciences for her outstanding
contributions in the field of post-
traumatic stress disorder (PTSD).

She says this award acknowledges
the contribution and commitment
of the talented and aspirant young
women researchers in her team. “I am
thrilled that the Department of Science
and Technology and Minister Derek
Hanekom had made a serious investment in women scientists
at all levels, particularly in the health sciences.”

Post-traumatic stress disorder is a very
disabling disorder that can occur dafter you
have been through a traumatic event,
such as physical or sexual assault,
serious accidents, terrorist attacks and
combat exposure.

Apart from chairing SU's Department of Psychiatry, Seedat
co-directs the Medical Research Council (MRC) Unit on
Anxiety Disorders and holds the SARChI (South African
Research Chair Initiative) Research Chair in Post-traumatic
Stress. She has already established a research programme that
focuses more closely on the impact of traumatic stress and
PTSD across the lifespan.

“Post-traumatic stress disorder is a very disabling disorder
that can occur after you have been through a traumatic event,
such as physical or sexual assault, serious accidents, terrorist
attacks and combat exposure.

“In many instances, PTSD causes more distress and
disability than medical conditions such as heart disease and
cancer. People who develop PTSD have very high rates of
depression and alcohol and drug problems, which adds to this
disability,” she says.

However, Seedat points out that while most people will
have some stress-related reactions after a traumatic event,
not everyone gets PTSD. Why this happens is still unclear, she
says, but a study of brain and body mechanisms that underlie

abnormal responses to life-threatening traumatic events may
offer valuable clues.

As to what keeps her motivated to continue on her path,
Seedat points to the discovery of new information about
the disorder over the last |10 years, as well as sophisticated
technologies to address it. “This increases our potential —
exponentially — to develop new and better ways of treating
and preventing PTSD,” she says.

Not surprisingly, her research aims to discover more
precisely the root causes of PTSD to identify medication and
non-medication treatments for people with the disorder.

And what is her message to young women who aspire to
be eminent scientists one day?

"“Stay focused, be tenacious, and seek the guidance and
help of your mentor in ‘pathing out’ your research career
at an early stage. There are many wonderful opportunities
— both in academia and in the industry — for young female
medical scientists.”
