APPLYING FOR A MA/MSc PROGRAMME IN PSYCHOLOGY (THESIS ONLY)
1. Current honours students are encouraged to discuss possible postgraduate studies with lecturers throughout the year. During the honours year students are encouraged to identify a possible supervisor and a possible research topic for their thesis. 

2. A letter of recommendation from a lecturer is required attesting to the student’s eligibility for masters study and likelihood of success; 

3. A copy of honours results is required (for students who apply from other universities). You must have an aggregate of at least 65% during your honours year to be eligible to apply. However, depending on the number of applications, a higher cut-off mark may be determined.
4. Students will be notified about their final acceptance or rejection in the beginning of December of the year of application. They will be asked to reply in writing regarding whether they will accept the place for the following year. 

5. The final list of new M students will be made available in January of each year.
6. Late applications will only be considered until 15 January if we have the capacity to accommodate them.
