Students will 

be required to attend six days of online sessions in three blocks: 29th – 31st July; 31st August – 1st 

September and 26th October. Assignments will be completed between blocks, and there will be an exam 

in November. The course is equivalent to the Biostatistics II module in the MSc Clinical Epidemiology  

Course objectives: Successful candidates will be able to understand and apply the key principles of 

Biostatistics. Content will be taught using lectures, tutorials and practical sessions using Stata software.
