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Course summary:

Independent work on a topic that forms part of Physics, chosen in consultation with lecturers in the
Department of Physics. The project should form part of the research activities of the Physics Department
under supervision of a suitable supervisor. The project must be approved by the research committee of the
Physics Department. A written report has to be submitted and an oral presentation must be given. Each
student must also complete an oral examination.

Outcomes of course:

This course exposes the student to independent project work. In particular the student is skilled in the use
and reading of physics articles and the writing of scientific reports. A project supervisor will be allocated to
the chosen project.
