The	activities	of	 the	AAC	are	aimed	at	 representing	students	and	promoting	academic	 interests	as	
well	as	facilitating	the	participation	and	development	of	students	in	the	academic	domain	and	in	this	
manner	serves	as	a	key	link	between	the	faculty	committees.	
	
The	 AAC	 consists	 of	 two	 representatives	 from	 each	 of	 the	 faculties	 of	 Stellenbosch	 University	
(excluding	Military	 Science).	 The	 chair	 represents	 the	body	on	 the	 Student	Representative	 council	
(SRc).	 The	AAC’s	 sole	mandate	 is	 to	 protect	 and	 represent	 the	 academic	 affairs	 of	 undergraduate	
students.	 Due	 to	 the	 nature	 of	 the	 AAC’s	 role	 on	 the	 campus,	 members	 serve	 on	 a	 variety	 of	
committees	of	 the	University.	This	gives	 the	AAC	an	 important	 role	 in	policy-making	and	decision-
making	structures	of	the	university.	
	
The	AAC,	 in	 cooperation	with	 faculty	 committees,	 serves	 as	 a	 support	 structure	 to	undergraduate	
students.
