Masters: Reserved for master's programmes with a research assignment/thesis of at least 60 credits. Applicants must
have achieved a mark of at least 65% for their Honours degree. [Applicants should use their progress mark to apply but
should note that the final mark will determine your eligibility to accept the scholarshipl.

Doctoral: Applicants must have achieved a mark of at least 65% for their Master's degree or 65% for the research
component in the case of coursework-Master's programmes.

of a research proposal by the Faculty Board at its first meeting of the proposed year of study.

¢ In determining whether a bursary is awarded conditionally, it will be of particular significance what progress an
applicant has made with drafting such a proposal and whether an appropriate supervisor has been identified.
