APPLICATION PROCESS AND FEES

FEES

The fee for the 2018 ACADEMY is R17 900 inclusive of 15% VAT. The fee INCLUDES all ACADEMY
costs, materials, refreshments, lunches and official programme dinners. The fee EXCLUDES delegate
travel and accommodation costs (on a bed & breakfast basis for which delegates are responsible),
dinner on Tuesday evening, and daily parking costs at the hotel (i.e. day conference parking @ R30 /
overnight guest parking @ R60).

Upon receipt of your online
application/e-mail request to reserve places, HERS-SA will contact you to invoice your institution for
your fee.

Kindly note that places for the 2018 ACADEMY are limited so early bookings to secure a place is
encouraged.

Cancellation: Please note that should you wish to cancel your application the following refund policy
will strictly apply:

e Cancellation received by HERS-SA by 16 July 2018: 90% refund
e Cancellation received by HERS-SA by 01 August 2018: 50% refund
e Cancellation received by HERS-SA after 13 August 2018: no refund

Institutions that are centrally sponsoring women by only covering the conference fee are
strongly advised to communicate this in advance with their faculties and departments before
providing HERS-SA with the nominated list of names. The 2017 ACADEMY saw withdrawals of
registered delegates a week before the event took place, as their respective faculty or department
could not commit to sponsoring these delegates travel and accommodation costs. This resulted in a
loss of the total conference fee which was non-refundable.

ACCOMMODATION

As the programme includes evening events, delegates are advised to stay on site. Rooms have been
provisionally reserved on a first-come first served basis for HERS-SA ACADEMY 2018 delegates
until 2 August 2018 at the Double Tree by Hilton, Upper Eastside, Woodstock, Cape Town. We urge
you to contact the hotel as soon as possible before this date to book your room. Superior Rooms
have been provisionally reserved at a special rate for ACADEMY delegates at a cost of:
